e B Permit (Resident Permit): For long-term stays.

e C Permit (Permanent Resident): For those who have lived in Switzerland for at least 5
years.

7.Job Application Tips

e CV:Tailor your CV to Swiss standards. Include your photo (unless you're applying for IT
or other tech roles where photos are not required), and be sure to highlight any language
skills.

o Cover Letter: Write a personalized and concise cover letter that explains why you are a
good fit for the job.

e Languages: If the job listing specifies a language requirement, make sure your CV and
cover letter reflect your proficiency.

o Follow Up: After applying, send a polite email to follow up on your application.
